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Mathematics

Over the term year 2 will be focusing on aspects of number
which will include:

Place Value, where the children will be:
e counting in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from O, and in 10s from
any number, forward and backward

e recognising the place value of each digit in a two-digit
number (10s, 1s)

e identifying, representing and estimating numbers

e comparing and ordering numbers from O up to 100; using
the less than <, greater than > and equals = symbols

e reading and writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals
and in words

e using place value and number facts to solve problems

Addition/Subtraction/Multiplication/Division, where the
children will be:

e recalling and using addition and subtraction facts to 20
fluently

e recalling and using multiplication facts for the 2,5 and 10

English

The children will have opportunities to write a:

e Recount

e Information leaflet
e Narrative

o Letter

During Guided Reading the children will be:

e Developing the skill of retrieving information from
the text.

e Developing the skill of drawing inferences and
structuring our answers using evidence and
explanation.

e Finding the meaning of unknown words using
information from the text

Phonics / Spelling

This term we will be continuing with the Little Wandle
Phonics programme, the focus for term will be completing
the learning of Phase 5 Phonics sounds and then revisiting
previously taught sounds. The children will develop the skills
to blend and segment words. Children will learn to select the
correct alternative sound to spell words correctly.

Handwriting

Children will be focusing on forming their letters correctly,
starting and finishing in the correct places.

We will also be focusing on ensuring that the children are
writing on the lines correctly and remembering their finger
spaces.

Physical Education and Well being

e Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in
their habitats, including micro-habitats

e Describe how animals obtain their food from plants
and other animals, using the idea of a simple food
chain, and identify and name different sources of food

Geography: Children will learn about hot or a cold place.
Looking at features of North and South poles and different
countries in Africa.

History: During History lessons the children will be learning
about how school was different in the past

Religious Education: Children will learn about Judaism
and talk about how they celebrate new year.
