Parents are reminded that this week was the last week for all after school clubs.  Letters will 

be coming home next week outlining our offer of clubs for the Spring term. 

 

Headlice           

We have been told by a number of parents that their children have head lice.  

Head lice and nits are very common in young children and their families.  They 

are not caused by dirty hair and are picked up by head-to-head contact.  Head 

lice can make your head feel itchy.  Can we kindly ask all families to check your 

child’s hair for nits over the weekend and to treat if necessary. There is no 

need to purchase special chemicals or head washes.  Head lice and nits can be 

removed by wet combing.  A special fine-toothed comb (detection comb) can be purchased 

from the local pharmacy or online.  Then wash hair with ordinary shampoo and once rinsed, 

apply lots of conditioner (any conditioner will do).  Comb the whole head of hair, using the 

detection comb, from the roots to the tips.  This usually takes about 10 minutes for short hair, 

but will take longer for longer, or curly hair.  When you have finished combing the hair, comb 

through all the hair again for a second time.  Do this wet combing on days 1, 5, 9 and 13 to 
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catch any newly hatched head lice.  Check again that everyone’s hair is lice free on day 17.  

Thank you all for taking the time to resolve this issue over the weekend. 

 

 

Message from the school nursing team  

Respiratory and flu-like cases are rapidly on the rise. We urge you to ensure your child 

receives the flu vaccination. You have a choice between the quick and painless nasal spray or 

the Injection which is porcine & gelatine free. This not only protects your children against 

being seriously but also protects vulnerable members of your family and community.

CHANGE your consent. Please call our office on 01480 275422, and we will book a clinic 

appointment for you. 

E-Scooters 

Police are continuing to advise that the use of non-authorised e-scooters on public roads is 
not lawful.  

E-scooters are classified as motor vehicles and need to be fully compliant, with those riding 
having a driving licence and insurance. As it is not possible to obtain e-scooter insurance they 
must not therefore be used on public roads or areas. Official schemes will have insurance in   
effect and users’ driving licences are checked before they are allowed to be loaned out. The 
only e-scooters that are permitted to be used are the official council schemes that are not 
available to under 18-year-olds. 

Police are seeing an increasing number of collisions involving e-scooters and are asking us to 
remind you of this information to keep you and your children safe. Private e-scooters are   
generally black with low level lighting with the rider standing still. This narrow silhouette 
makes users very difficult to be seen. 

Children are often at increased risk as they don’t have the understanding of roads, lack       ex-
perience, susceptible to peer pressure, carrying passengers and unnecessary risk taking. If 
stopped they could face a fine, penalty points and seizure of the e-scooter. 

We are asked to advise parents and carers to consider the risks involved in e-scooter use and 
protect their children through prohibiting their use. With Christmas in some minds, they are

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not suitable presents for use in public spaces.  The risk of fire during charging of private e-
scooters can also cause serious human and physical harm.
